Despite their pleas, as well as those of the family of Freddie Gray and numerous community 
leaders, tragically, violence and looting have occurred.  We pray for a quick and peaceful resolution to 
the current situation. 
  
“We send our condolences to the family of Freddie Gray.  We also send our hope for a quick recovery 
to the police officers injured today in their efforts to maintain and restore peace.  
  
“The nation’s mayors urge that any further protests be peaceful and non-violent, as is the right of all
